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     The Inheritance Games by Jennifer Lynn Barnes is about a normal girl named Avery
Grambs whose life changed overnight.  Avery was a normal teenage girl until she got news
that a billionaire she had never met left her his fortune.  However, to receive this
Inheritance, Avery must move into the Hawthorne mansion and live among the billionaire’s
mysterious family.  The book follows Avery trying to uncover the real reason why she was
left this fortune with many hidden puzzles, plot twists, and secrets emerging along the
way.  
     This book is one of my favorite books I have ever read.  I could not put it down!  The
book was extremely fast-paced and full of twists that lured me in and made me want to
keep reading to uncover the mysteries behind the pages.  This book combined many
different elements that made the story interesting.  These were things like wanting to know
why Avery was chosen, the mystery behind this family, and  the relationships that began
developing between Avery and the Hawthorne’s.  I also loved all of the characters- they all
had unique elements and personalities, especially the Hawthorne brothers, which made all
of the relationships and conflicts more interesting.
